The Christian Ashram is one of several 
movements that have arisen out of a desire to 
put the power of the early church back into our 
modern day fellowship. Literally translated the 
word “Ashram” means “Retreat from hard 
work” - a time to engage in Christ-centred 
activities and meditation. 

In no way does the Christian Ashram 
movement detract from congregational 
involvement, but rather the aim is to make us 
better workers in our church by fostering a 
real experience of Jesus Christ in our lives. 

All Christian Ashrams are interdenominational 
and interracial. Titles and other symbols of 
distinction are set aside that we may worship 
as true brothers and sisters in Christ under the 
ministry of an evangelist, Bible teacher, and 
music team. 

The location for the NB Christian Ashram is the 
Beulah Campgrounds on the Long Reach of the 
St. John River near Browns Flat (on Route 102, 
approximately 16 kilometers east of Route 7 
exit 80 at Westfield). We are sure you will 
enjoy this beautiful setting and the hospitality 
the Beulah directors and residents offer us. 

There is plenty of on-site accommodation 
available (please see enclosed Registration 
form) but we also welcome day visitors. Some 
types of accommodations are limited so please 
register early. We will also do our best to meet 
any special needs requests.

FOUNDER 
 
DR. E. STANLEY JONES  
(1884 - 1973) 
 
The Christian Ashram was 
founded in 1930 by Brother E. 
Stanley Jones.  Brother Stanley 
was born in Baltimore, 

Maryland in 1884.  In 1907 he was called to 
missionary service in India under the Board of 
Missions of the Methodist Episcopal Church. 
While in the Himalayan Mountains, he 
experienced an ancient Indian institution called 
an Ashram (pronounced ah-shrum).  
 
Together with an Indian Christian pastor and a 
British missionary, they created a Christian 
Ashram in India in 1930 which still exists. This 
Christian Ashram was designed to break down 
all barriers of race, class, culture and religion.  
Those coming together would experience the 
"Kingdom of God in miniature".  
 
In 1940, Brother Stanley brought the first 
Christian Ashram to North America which took 
place in Michigan,USA.  From there, it has spread 
to many countries and continents.

Prayer & Share Groups — Each participant will 

be assigned to a group for the four days. The 
times the groups meet together provide for 
mutual comfort and help in a small confidential 
atmosphere.  

Quiet Time – As is typical in Christian Ashrams, 
we will observe a silent time between 11:00 
pm and 7:40 am.  

Conduct — Please be aware of the needs and 
concerns of others as we live together. In 
addition to the quiet time, the elderly and 
young children may require rest through the 
day. Some of our brothers and sisters have 
mobility problems, and rowdy play by children 
may result in accidents. Please be aware, and 
make your children aware of these concerns.  

Pets - Pets are not allowed in any onsite 
accommodations or meeting buildings so it is 
not feasible to bring them to the weekend.   

Special Needs — If you have children or adults 
with special needs, please make us aware of 
your needs when you register. It is our desire 
to help you and early information will be most 
beneficial. Limited wheelchair accessible 
accommodations are available.  

Scent Free Environment — We ask that those 
attending the NB Christian Ashram refrain 
from using scented products.  

Swimming — The campground includes an 
unsupervised beach area. Campground rules 
require females to wear one-piece swimsuits.  

Book Shop — An assortment of books, records, 
and Christian material will be available for 
purchase.
